Call to Order:  Colleen Bates, Chair, called the meeting to order at  5:04 p.m.

Approval of December 19, 2011 Meeting Agenda:   Nick Smiar made a motion to 

approve the December 19 meeting agenda.  Second by  Rick Kayser.  

The motion carried unanimously and the agenda was approved.

Public Input – No one was present at the meeting for public input. Nick Smiar made a motion to close the public input session and second by Paul Maulucci.  The motion carried unanimously and the public input session was closed.

Approval of the November 28, 2011 meeting minutes – Rick Kayser made a motion to approve the meeting minutes of the November 28, 2011 meeting.   Second by John DeRosier. 

· Income Maintenance (IM) Consortium Resolution – Roy gave a brief update.  We are on track for an implementation date of 1/3/12.  Colleen also mentioned that the new space we need to accommodate the IM changes has been secured (second floor of the new jail “connector”.

· Roy reported that he met with Joel Mikelson, Ardyth Krause and Margaret Hanson as decided in response to the Long Term Support Advisory Committee report.  Ardyth has now decided that she no longer wishes to continue to be a part of this group.  Roy will meet with Joel and Margaret to decide next steps.

 The motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Budget Transfers – Jeff Koenig reviewed the budget transfers.
Gloria Christensen made a motion to accept the budget transfers as presented.  Second 

by Ardyth Krause.   The motion carried unanimously.
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Review of October 2011 Financial Statement –  Jeff Koenig reviewed the October  Financial Statement.  Roy mentioned that we have a total of 18 retirements in 2011 with an average of over 29 years of service per person.  There were questions about the projected $1.6m under spending for 2011.  Part of the explanation is the impact of reducing expensive institutional and out of home care.  The projection is that we will be under spending $258,777 in alternative care for 2011.

Personnel Update:

Roy reviewed in detail the list of 19 vacancies.  

A motion was made by Nick Smiar to go into Closed Session for the purpose of considering the annual performance evaluation of DHS Director Roy Sargeant. Second by  John DeRosier.  The Board moved into closed session after a roll call.

A motion was made by Nick Smiar to go into Open Session.  Second by 

Paul Maulucci.  The Board moved into Open session.

John DeRosier made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Second by Dianne Robertson.

The motion carried unanimously.
