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The Eau Claire Sheriff’s Office will increase traffic enforcement patrols throughout Eau Claire County during
the upcoming holiday season. The extra traffic enforcement patrols will begin November 25 2009 and
continue through New Year’s Day. The Sheriff’s Office will be focusing on speed, occupant restraints,
intoxicated driving, and other dangerous driving behaviors. The enforcement goal is to reduce traffic related
fatalities and injuries and crash incidents by encouraging motorists to buckle up, slow down, and drive sober.
The Sheriff’s Office will schedule additional deputies to be highly visible in areas where crash incidents and
moving traffic violation histories are high.
